RECORD LOT NUMBER

1a
Record the lot number of SikaFast-3141 for each sunroof
assembly. Lot number can be found on the cartridge label
of the adhesive.

1b PREPARE BONDING SURFACES
Abrade bonding surface on vehicle roof and bonding
surface on sunroof support bracket with 3M Scotch-Brite.
Clean both surfaces with IPA / Water mix (2:1) and a lint
free paper towel or an alcohol wipe. Use a fresh alcohol
wipe for each surface.

1c APPLY ADHESIVE

Ensure the adhesive is at or above 60°F. After attaching
and securing a static mixer to the nozzle tip, purge
approximately 3 “stacked nickels” worth of adhesive so that
the product coming out of nozzle looks well mixed.

Apply a minimum of 4 - 6mm (.16" - .24") diameter bead
in @ smooth motion to the vehicle roof. Keep the tip at an
angle to the roof to allow the adhesive to dispense
smoothly. Apply bead to the center of the bonding surface
to ensure proper squeeze out of the adhesive. Start and
end the bead with a slight “dollop” to ensure maximum
surface area coverage at the end of the bead length.

Sika does not recommend that the adhesive thickness be
below 0.010” or 10 mils thick.

OPEN TIME OF ADHESIVE

To ensure best results, the maximum time from adhesive
application to mating with the substrates and fixating
should not exceed the open times given below. In the
event that the time is exceeded, scrape the adhesive beads
off of both surfaces and reapply a fresh adhesive bead. It
is not necessary to re-clean the surfaces.

If it is fully cured, the adhesive will have to be mechanically
removed from all bonding surfaces.

Cured adhesive can also be removed with the help of heat
from a heat gun.

Application

Temperature Open Time
50 — 80°F 20 minutes
81 —95°F 10 minutes
96 — 120°F 5 minutes

NOTE: Excessive air movement over the bead will reduce
the open times; therefore fans should never be
blowing directly on or across the bead.

CLAMPING & STATIC MIXER INFORMATION

Care should be taken to minimize the amount of pressure
applied to the brackets to reduce the chance of squeezing
out all adhesive and to avoid local surface depressions.

Mated (and clamped if applicable) parts must not be
allowed to lift apart (spring back) or intentionally be lifted
apart after mating. If such lifting occurs or a major
adjustment is needed, the part should be completely
disassembled, the adhesive cleaned from both sides and
new adhesive applied.

Product inside the static mixer will cure with time. If the
gun is not purged every five minutes during down time,
the static mixer must be replaced. Failure to change out
the static mixer after this point could result in slow
extrusion, application of gelled adhesive, or off ratio mixing
of the two adhesive parts.

After extended shutdowns or jobs, replace static mixer
before continuing operation. Ideally, mixer should be
removed and gun tip cleaned at the end of each job or
before known extended shutdown periods.

FIXTURE TIME OF ADHESIVE

Clamping fixtures should remain in place according to the
table below.

Temperature Fixture Time

50 -- 65°F 75 - 60 minutes
66 — 80°F 60 - 40 minutes
81 — 95°F 40 - 30 minutes
96 — 120°F 30 — 20 minutes

NOTE: The above fixture times are intended only as
general guidelines. Actual fixture times depend on
the strength requirements on the adhesive bond
for fixture. These times are best determined
through experimentation with the actual parts and
processes.
